House Bill 601 (Chapter 358, Acts of 2021) was passed by the General Assembly during 

the 2021 Session.

Supreme Court opinion in Rutledge v. Pharmaceutical Care Management Association No. 18-540, 

slip on (Dec. 10, 2020) and how to apply the decision to Title 15, Subtitle 16 of the Insurance 

Article.
